PASTOR’S DUAL STANDING INTERVIEW PROCESS

Dual standing may be granted to an ordained minister of another denomination who wishes to retain standing in that denomination and serve in some capacity related to the United Church of Christ (e.g. local church pastor, pastor of a yoked or federated charge, ecumenical ministry, or in an instrumentality of the UCC).  Dual standing cannot be transferred from one Conference or Association to another and is terminated when the person leaves the position for which such standing is granted.

I. Dual standing is granted by the Conference by the Committee on Ministry, which interviews with the candidate after receiving and studying all required materials.

II. The Committee spends approximately one hour interviewing the candidate to explore the reasons for seeking Dual Standing, how the person will honor the ministries of both denominations, and the manner in which the person will accept the obligations and responsibilities of ordained ministry in the United Church of Christ.  One or two representatives from the local calling body, such as the search committee chairperson, moderator or other congregational leaders, are encouraged to be present at the interview.

III. Credentials needed for the interview are listed on the Dual Standing Checklist and Interview Facesheet, and must be submitted to the Committee on Ministry, 325 N 125th Street, Seattle, WA 98133 (206-725-8383) ONE MONTH PRIOR TO THE INTERVIEW.  Responsibility and initiative in these matters resides with the applicant.
IV. When Dual Standing is granted, the minister has all the rights and privileges of membership in the Conference for the duration of that pastorate or responsibility, but is not reported as an ordained minister to the Secretary of the UCC and is not entitled to file a Ministerial Profile with the Office for Church Life and Leadership.  A signed release is required voluntarily submitting to oversight by the Conference Committee on Ministry Ethics Committee and participation in Clergy Ethics Courses as prescribed for all Ministers with standing in the Pacific Northwest Conference.
